Falanghina is a wine from the Benevento part of  Campania region, home of Napoli.  The grape shows signs of sauvignon blanc with
really focused minerality and awesome display of the volcanic soil in which it comes.  Casa dellÕOrco is a vineyard that houses a roman
artifact.  Three stones which were meant to protect the billage of St. Michele from the orco (ogre) that terrorized the village.  This is
really great stuff, 100% stainless steel from the beautiful area of Benevento (Good Wind).

Sauvignon 2009 ' refreshing & herby' Cantina La Vis, Trentino, Italia 8 (6oz)   4 (3oz)
La Vis stands is a vineyard in the northern Italian region Trentino Alto-Adige and has a history enriched in winemaking.  The vineyards
are located in the town of Lavis which derives itÕs name from the Avisio Stream itÕs located on.  Each vineyard at this winery is
constantly observed and studied to maximize the quality given by each vine.  The latin word for strength is ÒVisÓ which is exactly what
the wine makers thrive in each bottling.

Bianchello 2009 Ôpercise & aliveÕ Claudio Morelli, Le Marche, Italia 10 (6oz)   5 (3oz)
From the hills of northern Le Marche comes this beautiful white.  A wine from Claudio Morelli that is absolutely perfect with the seafood
driven cuisine of this area of central Italy.  Bianchello is one of the oldest wines of Italy and one of the first to receive DOC status.  It is made
of the grape Bianchello (or Biancame) and grown in tufo and sand soils.  Thought to be a clone of the Greco grape of southern Italy which in
turn was brought from the Greeks to Magna Graecia.

Chardonnay 2009 Ômedium & coolÕ Rivera ÔPreludio No. 1Õ Puglia, Italia 10 (6oz)   5 (3oz)
Puglia, located on ItalyÕs heel, is one of the last places in Italy associated with Chardonnay.  The winemaker here, Carlo DeCorato, was
revolutionary when he decided to bring Chardonnay and Sauvignon Blanc to this extremely hot and dry region of Italy.  However, he
planted and watched and analyzed and his efforts paid off when he was able to release this, Preludio No. 1, which took home two out
of three glasses at the prestigious Gambero Rosso competition.  Preludio represents the Prelude and the first grape variety they begin by
harvesting.  The wine is refined in stainless steel.

Vermentino 2009 Ôgorgeous & flirtatiousÕ Colle Massari ÔLe MelacceÕ Toscana, Italia 10 (6oz)   5 (3oz)
Castello Colle Massari was developed in 1999 when owner Claudio Tipo set out to build a domaine in Tuscany.  The vineyards are
located at 300 meters above sea level in an area known as Montecucco, located between Montalcino and Morellino.  The wine is luscious
and flirtatious begging for your attention.  The soil composition is fractured sandstone, the ageing process is 100% stainless steel and
winemaking is gravitational and organic.

Sicilia Bianco 2008 'creamy & lush' Spadafora ÔDon PietroÕ Sicilia, Italia 10 (6oz) 5 (3oz)
Inzolia, Grillo This farm is located in the Monreale district of Northern Sicily between Palermo and Alcamo.  The vineyards are a bit of history stemming
& Cattarato from four royal families.  The vines grown include all indigenous Sicilian varietals and international varietals.  Here we see a great and chalky

blend of three Sicilian grapes.  They are from the traditional fortified sweet wine, Marsala but here they make a dry wine.  The vineyards are 300
meters above sea level in an area called Virzi.

A beautiful rich wine from the producer Crnko who sourced the grapes from 2000-year-old vineyards located in Slovenjia, a next-door
neighbor to ItalyÕs Friuli Venezia Giulia Region in Podravje, an area synonymous with quality.    This varietal is a synonym for ÔMuscat a
Petits Grains Blancs,Õ which originally came from Greece and is known in Italy as Moscato Canelli.

The old tale was that Barbera, a common grape planted throughout Italy, was considered in Piemonte as the poor manÕs Barolo.
However, when you drank a barbera, especially today, it is a mystery because of the different styles in which the grape is produced.
This barbera dÕAlba from Enrico Sordo is a classic traditional styled barbera that drinks like a Barolo. The beauty of barbera from
Alba as opposed to Asti is that it carries more structure versus the higher acidity in the Asti wines.

Blaufrankish 2006 Ôjuicy & deliciousÕ Mastnak ÔModra Frankinja,Õ Posavje, Slovenija 10 (6oz)   5 (3oz)
Lemberger This obscure varietal has itÕs origins somewhere in Eastern Europe and goes by many names, Blaufrankish, Lemberger, and Modri

This bottling comes from a artisan producer in south-east Slovenija on the border of Croatia.

Tannat 2008 Ôelegant & richÕ Bodega Viejo, Catamayor, Uruguay 8 (6oz)   4 (3oz)
This obscure grape is actually the national grape of the South American country, Uruguay.  It is originally from France in the Basque
region of Madiran.  The grape was introduced to Uruguay in the 19t h century by Pascal Harrique and many other Basque
immigrants.  The grape is actually known as Harrique in parts of Uruguay.  This is a normally tannic wine, but here the family winery
of Bodegas Viejo, through tradition mixed with modern technique have produced this beautiful wine.

Tinta Roriz 2002 Òsilky & sleekÓ Quinta de Mostiero, Duoro, Portugal  10 (6oz)   5 (3oz)
Tempranillo This wine comes from a breathtaking vineyard located in the Duoro valley of Portugal.  This area has been known for centuries for its

production of the wine Porto.  This wine is made with 100% tempranillo, which the Portuguese of this area call Tinta Roriz.  The grape originates
in Spain but is found all throughout Portugal.  It is from the 2002 vintage, which wasnÕt great, but forced vignerons like Quinta do Mostiero to
reduce the harvest and produce great full bodied wines.  This wine is aged in oak casks and is a great expression of Portuguese tempranillo

Bisceglia is an organic winery that has vineyards located on the dormant Mount Vulture in Basilicata, a region of southern Italy next to
Calabria and Puglia.
